Materials  
 
1. F1222-32 black    -  1½yds (1.40cm)  
2. F1222-34 red  -  fat¼ red 
3. F1222-35 orange  -  fat¼  
4. F1222-39 deep yellow -   fat¼  
5. F1222-44 moss  -  fat¼  
6. F1222-42 lime  -  fat¼  -   
7. F1222-62 tinted green  -  fat¼  
8. F1222-55 magenta -  fat¼  
9. F1222-54 pink  -  fat¼  
10. F1222-61 light pink -  fat¼  
11. F1222-48 cobalt  -  fat¼  
12. F1222-47 turquoise -  fat¼  
13. F1222-60 tinted blue -  fat¼  
Wadding and backing 46" x 46" 
 
Cutting  
 
From fabric 1 cut -  

       4 x 2½" x 2½" squares 
                             2 x 1½" x 36½" strips 
                             6 x 1½" x 38½" strips 
 
From fabric 2 to13 cut - 

        4 x 1½" x 3⅝" pieces from each fabric 
 
From fabric 8 cut –  
                             10 x 4⅜" x 4⅜" cut in half diagonally once 
                



From fabric 11 cut –  
                              8 x 4⅜" x 4⅜" cut in half diagonally once 
                
Sewing  
 
Remember to press each seam as you sew to achieve the best finish on your 
work. 
 

1. This quilt is made up of nine ‘windmill’ blocks, there are five in 
colourway 1 (pinks and greens) and four in colourway 2 (blues and 
reds).  

2. Using the picture as a guide lay out all the strips needed for each 
colourway and sew together in sequence. 

3. To make the template for foundation piecing mark a rectangle 5” wide  
x 6” long, mark the centre top (2½” in) and draw lines from here to the 
bottom left and right corners, to make a triangle. Next draw lines 
horizontally at 1¼” intervals, add ¼” seam allowance all around the 
outer edge.  

4. Work from the bottom upwards and sew the fabric strips in sequence 
as shown in the diagram.  

5. Make twenty black/pink triangles and twenty green/black triangles. 
Make sixteen black/blue and sixteen red/black. 

6. Sew the triangles together alternating pink/green for colourway 1and 
blue/red for colourway 2 making sure the seamlines match. 

7. Add the corner triangles to each block. 
8. Lay the blocks out in three rows of three as shown in the picture, sew 

the blocks into rows and then sew the rows together. 
9. Add the black inner border, sides first and then top and bottom. 
10. Make up the coloured border strips, using the picture as a guide for 

colour sequence, make four the same. Sew these to the outer black 
border strips. 

11. Sew a strip to the left and right of the quilt top. 
12. Add a black corner square to each end of the remaining two strips and 

sew to top and bottom of the quilt. 
13. Layer the backing fabric, wadding and quilt top and pin or baste 

together. 
14. Quilt by hand or machine and add the binding using the remaining 

black fabric.
