   Cutting.

    Template -

From template plastic cut a 4⅞" x 12⅞" rectangle. Now cut the top left and top right     hand corners at 45°.

Measurements include ¼" seam allowances.

All measurements marked with *, from the fabric pieces 3⅝" x 8¾", cut diagonally from top left to bottom right. The long side should be facing you.

Measurements marked with †, from the fabric pieces 3⅝" x 7⅛", cut half diagonally bottom left to top right and then cut half diagonally top left to bottom right.

   Making up.

Lay out all of your pieces for each block as in diagram 1.

Take the flower panel and sew the triangles from fabric 7 top and bottom and press back. Next sew the two sides and press back.

Sew the half-rectangles together. Do this with great care, it helps if you use a corner trimmer on the points.

When you have sewn all four add them to the square. 

Take the top rectangle and line it up on the top right hand corner.  Sew from the right hand edge to the middle edge of the square and then stop. You will finish this edge off later, finger press back the top rectangle.  Take the right hand rectangle and place on the right hand edge, sew into place and then press back.  Keep working around in a clockwise direction, adding on the rectangles.  Finish the block by completing the top edge. 

Assemble all 13 block in this way.

Corner blocks.

Taking the 7½" x 7½" triangles of fabric 2, add the strips from fabric 7, adding the 1⅞" x 6⅝" strips first, followed by the 1⅞" x 8⅛" strips, press as you go.

Make 4 in total.

Take a piece of fabric 2, which you have cut from the template and add the small triangle of fabric 7 to the top. Press back.  Next add the 1⅞" x 15¾" strip of fabric 7 to the bottom.

Make 8 in total.

Next make up the border.

Refer to the main picture for the layout of your border pieces.  Start by joining the triangle pieces together to make rectangles and then join the rectangles together to make a row. Press back as you go.
Add a flower square to each end of two of the border strips, take care to make sure that they are facing the correct way.

   Making up quilt.

Lay out all of your blocks. 

Sew together in rows diagonally, adding the sashing in between each block. 

Sew the rows together, again remembering to add the sashing between each row. You    will have to join some of the strips together to make the length.

Join your border strips to the main panel of the quilt, starting with the short ones first. Press back. Complete the centre panel with the two remaining longer border strips.

Sandwich the quilt top ,wadding and backing together.

Quilt by hand or machine.  Add binding made from remaining fabric pieces
